Rawalpindi Institute of Cardiology, Rawalpindi invites sealed proposals for pre-qualification from registered Pharmacies / Druggists & Chemists located maximum within 10KM radius of RIC Rawalpindi for the supply of Medicine & Drugs on Local Purchase for the Year 2022-23. 

1. Interested bidders may get the documents from Purchase Department of RIC Rawalpindi or can also be downloaded from www.ppra.punjab.gov.pk & www.ric.gob.pk  through submission of written application and a copy of CNIC along with payment of non –Refundable Rs 1000/- in cash branch of this institution.
2. Sealed proposals for pre-qualification are required to be brought in person by the authorized representative of the interested firms on 19-10-2022 upto 11:00 AM positively in the Purchase office of Rawalpindi Institute of Cardiology, Rawalpindi.
3. Pre-bid meeting shall be held on 12-10-2022 at 11:00 AM in the in the Purchase office of Rawalpindi Institute of Cardiology, Rawalpindi. All interested bidders are requested to submit their reservations, if any, in writing which will be discussed in the meeting for appropriate decision. The reservations must be submitted up till 11-10-2022 during office hours.
4. The proposals shall clearly be marked with the name to be applied for pre-qualification.
5. The proposal for pre-qualification received till the stipulated date & time shall be opened on the same day at 11:30 AM the presence of authorized representative of the firms.
6. The firms are required to submit the company profile including past experience/Performance with their proposals as per requirement contained in the pre-qualification documents.
7. In case the date of opening or last date of sale is declared as a public holiday or due to any other reason the next official working day shall be deemed to be the date of sale and submission and opening of tenders accordingly. Time and venue shall remain the same.
8. Presently the firm should submit financial bid for Medicine & Drugs submitted by the Pre-Qualified firms on daily basis through online system in accordance with government of the Punjab Health department.
9. Pre-qualification shall be governed by the Punjab Procurement Rules 2014 (amended).

ANEXURE “A”

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF TENDER FOR LOCAL PURCHASE OF MEDICINES & DRUGS (DAY TO DAY)
1. Contract will remain valid for one year from the date of issuance of award letter.

2. The contract shall be executed in accordance with the PPRA rules (PPRA-2014) (Amended).

3. Daily on line order will be placed to pre-qualified bidders.

4. Brand based demand will be given to pre-qualified venders through online system of PITB.

5. All the Pre-qualified venders must participate daily on online system and give maximum discount to the demanded brands of the Medicines. The security deposited shall be forfeited in case of non-participation on daily basis on online system.
6. The venders who will give the maximum discount will be given order for the supply of medicines / drugs on daily basis. If two or more prequalified bidders offers the same discount for the item, Re-bidding will be resorted to in first instance within a minimum time of 20 minutes of response time, however if no one responds then vender nearest to the hospital will be contacted.

7. If the lowest bidder fails to provide the demanded item, the hospital will purchase the same from the market at the risk and cost of the bidder.

8. The bidder must supply the medicines in time failing which the bidder will provide late delivery charges 1/2 % of total order on per hour late supply. 1% for two hours late supply and so on.

9. Performance Security i.e. 2.5% of the hospital Budget for Local Purchase will be divided between the numbers of Pre-qualified venders for the purchase of Medicines and Drugs (PPRA rules).

10. The local purchase contract shall be non-transferable and no part of the contract could be sublet by the successful bidder without hospital approval.

11. The participating firm would not be allowed to withdraw the offer.

12. Sales tax registration certificate should be attached.

13. Valid income tax and other govt. taxes will be deducted as per govt. instructions.

14. Any further instructions / taxes / laws/ rules from the government shall also be applicable.

15. In case of items with no retail price mentioned, the RIC, Rawalpindi price list (approved) will be followed as retail price.
16. In case of any non – availability of medicines, the firm will provide evidence of the manufacturer’s only and the substitute so provided shall be accepted after due consultation with the end user.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS

17. The contractor must have valid drug sales license, financially sound, well reputed having minimum two years experience.

18. Availability of technical staff, computers & internet services.

19. Availability of registered / qualified Pharmacist round the clock.

20. Round the Clock Pharmacy services.

21. The contractor shall have proper arrangements for cold chain items, air conditioning system and electricity back-up should be available.

22. The pharmacy shall be within Lahore (10 kilometers radius of Rawalpindi Institute of Cardiology, Rawalpindi). More over the facility of supplies must be available round the clock
23. The daily contract will be awarded on the basis of maximum discount offered by the bidder.

24. The offered discount shall from the maximum retail price of medicines fixed by the manufacturer / sole importers / federal ministry of Health, Islamabad.

25. The contractor will provide the attested copy of Drug Sales License, National Identity Card, and National Income Tax Number along with the tender.

26. The contractor has not been convicted by any court of law/ drug court.

27. The contractor is not blacklisted from any govt. institution / hospital.

28. The contractor must submit an attested certificate on judicial paper of worth Rs.100/- undertaking that the firm is not blacklisted.

29. The approved contractor cannot sublet the contract.

30. The contractor will supply the medicines as per Drug Act 1976 / DRAP rules 20132 & Drug Sale Rules there under (amended 2017).
31. The contractor will submit bills on a monthly basis for payment.
32. In case the contractor charges rates above MRP, the difference will be recovered from the contractor either from his bills or security.

33. Deduction of income tax will be made as per prescribed rules.

34. The required demand will be communicated to your pharmacy by the Local Purchase store via software on brand name basis.

35. The pharmacy is bound to submit their quotation for all demanded items within two hours.

36. If two or more qualified venders offers same discount for the required items, Re-bidding will be resorted in first instance within 15 minutes of response time, if no one responds the vender nearest to the hospital will be contacted.

37. The demanded items will be delivered to RIC, Rawalpindi and shall be inspected by the Pharmacist on duty.

38. The demanded items will be supplied according to demand specification round the clock. In case of need or emergency venders can be asked any time to supply the medicines and drugs irrespective of the enclosed schedule regarding the provision of above mentioned items.

39. Un-registered, de-registered, stolen, sub-standard, spurious, misbranded, adulterated, medicines shall not be acceptable. If supplied, the legal action will be taken under the provision of Drug Act 1976 / DRAP Act 2012 & Drug Rules.

40. In case the contractor fails to supply the ordered items on the same day, the hospital shall purchase the same ordered medicines from the market on the risk and cost of the contractor. In case repeated failure in timely supply or supply of standard items, the institution reserves the rights regarding termination of contract and further initiation of any punitive action against the firm under the rules.

41. The contractor shall have to accept any further conditions introduced by the govt. / hospital administration.

42.  The supplied drugs shall be accompanied with warranty certificate as per drug Act, 1976 / DRAP Act, 2012. Moreover, the contractor will be bound to provide the invoice of his source of purchase if and when required.
43. The contractor should have valid drug sale license and not wholesale license, and should have comprehensive storage facilities of drugs.

44. In case of any dispute the decision of Medical Superintendent, Rawalpindi Institute of Cardiology, Rawalpindi will be final authority to decide.

45. The contractor will provide the name, phone number & Email address of authorized person (Owner / Pharmacist) for on-line order placement.

46. Minimum 3-venders will be pre-qualified for the day to day local purchase of medicines & Drugs on daily basis.

47. In case of any query the firm can contact the office of undersigned for the solution.
48. The pre-qualification will be valid for one year and extendable for further three months or till the finalization of new contract which comes earlier on the same terms & conditions if required.
49. The Hospital Authority has reserves the right to visit the store / Pharmacy facility to verify the availability of above conditions.
